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The UA Biosafety Program reviews the storage and use of bacteria, viruses, fungal agents, prions, parasites, rickettsia and chlamydial agents causing or capable of causing disease in humans, plants or animals, as well as any materials capable of causing significant environmental or agricultural impact.  

The UA IBC shall establish containment levels for projects involving any biological materials where formal containment levels have not been established.

For agents that are designated as Biosafety Level 1/Risk Group 1 (NIH, BMBL or by vendors like ATCC), not involving any work with recombinant or synthetic DNA or genetically modified organisms.
· Submit BUA to EHS for review

· EHS will review BUA, perform risk assessment and inspection (as needed)

· If accepted, EHS will notify PI of approval to perform work as submitted

· Approval is valid for one year unless otherwise specified by BSO or IBC
For agents that are designated as Biosafety Level 2/Risk Group 2 (NIH, BMBL or by vendors like ATCC), not involving any work with recombinant or synthetic DNA or genetically modified organisms.

· Submit BUA to EHS for review

· EHS will review BUA, perform risk assessment and inspection (as needed)

· EHS will submit BUA and inspection report to ORC for distribution to IBC

· IBC will review at monthly meeting – at this time, they may approve, deny, approve pending, or table 

· Once BUA submission is approved by committee, ORC will send an official approval letter with expiration date

· Approval is valid for one year 

For agents that involving any level of work with recombinant or synthetic DNA or genetically modified organisms.

· Submit BUA to EHS for review

· EHS will review BUA, perform risk assessment and inspection (as needed)

· EHS will submit BUA and inspection report to ORC for distribution to IBC

· IBC will review at monthly meeting – at this time, they may approve, deny, approve pending, or table 

· Once BUA submission is approved by committee, ORC will send an official approval letter with expiration date

· Approval is valid for one year
